WHEREAS the parties to this Agreement are all Municipal Corporations within the
Province of Alberta, incorporated pursuant to the Municipal Government Act RSA 2000, C-26, as
amended;

AND WHEREAS each party to this Agreement provides fire protection services within
their respective boundaries;

AND WHEREAS each of the parties hereto acknowledge and agree that it is desirable
and to the parties mutual benefit that from time to time, each be able to provide fire protection
assistance to any or all of the other parties to this Agreement;

AND WHEREAS the parties hereto wish to enter into this Agreement to formalize the
systems and procedures which can be utilized in order for the parties to request mutual aid and
assistance from another party to this Agreement and to respond to such requests;

NOW THEREFORE THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSETH THAT in consideration of the
mutual covenants, agreements and premises set out herein, the parties hereto hereby agree as
follows:

1. Inthis Agreement, the following words and terms shall have the following meanings:

a) ‘“Assistance” shall mean firefighting or fire protection services available pursuant to
this Agreement. Assistance may relate to incidents which the Requesting Party does
not attend or does not believe it will attend, or incidents which the Requesting Party
does attend, but believes it would be prudent to require further or other forces for
firefighting/protection purposes.

b) “Claims” shall mean any and all manner of action or actions, cause or cause of action,
suits, proceedings, demands, debts, dues, sums of money, costs, expenses and
damages of every nature and kind arising at law, equity, statute or otherwise which
any party has, had, or may have.

c) “Dispatch Centre” shall mean the dispatch centre taking and transferring 911
emergency fire calls related to fires within the geographic boundaries of the parties to
this Agreement.

d) “Effective Date” shall mean I, Ly 11 - 2013.

e) “Equipment” shall mean firefighting vehicles, apparatus and equipment.

f) “Requesting Party” shall mean a party to this Agreement which requests Assistance
from another party to this Agreement.

g) “Responding Party” shall mean a party to this Agreement which responds to the
request for Assistance made by a Requesting Party.
